Main symptoms of coronavirus are: 
 

•        A high temperature 
•        A new, continuous cough – this means coughing a lot, for more than an hour, or 3 

or more coughing episodes in 24 hours 
•        A loss or change to sense of smell or taste – this means they cannot smell or taste 

anything, or things smell or taste different to normal 
 

If you’re not sure whether symptoms suggest that they have coronavirus or an everyday 
cough or cold, you can consult this online NHS symptom checker:

Please do not send children back to school if any of the following apply: 
 

•        They have symptoms of COVID-19 
•        They, any members of your household, or any close contacts (including extended 

family or friends they have seen and bubbles at half-term activities and sports 
clubs) have tested positive for COVID-19 

•        they haven’t completed the full 14-day isolation period requested
